negative or difficult one; anticipatory'. In other words, active in advance. A typical use s
"proactive measures against crime"--measures taken to attempt to prevent crimes, rather than
measures taken to react to them after they've happened. Proactive was coined as an opposite
to reactive from pro- 'forward'. It is first recorded in the early 1970s (the psychological term is
from the 1930s). By around 1980, it made its way into mainstream contexts, often with
disapproval (it was often called a buzz-word). Willam Safire, for example, suggested in 1980
that "others would use 'provocative,’ rather than 'pro-active,’ as a more accurate antonym to
'reactive’™; this never caught on.

?ulluwing independence, the Kyrgyz Republic experienced similar budgetary problems to its neighboring states.
Discussions on reforming the pension system began in 1994. In 1996 and 1997, the government adopted two major
laws reforming the pension system, raising the retirement age and introducing notional accounts, while maintaining
a minimum contributory pension.

Under the new system, the individual pension is divided into two parts: a base pension and an insured pension. The
base pension is a flat-rate benefit paid to all retirees with complete contribution histories (25 years for men, 20 years
for women), with the level guaranteed and set by the government. The insured pension is paid on top of the base
pension and in theory is calculated as the amount accumulated in the individual’s notional account multiplied by an
actuarial coefficient. This coefficient is set annually by the government and reflects the age of retirement and

average life expectancy at that age. Notional accounts, however, require individual record keeping, a system that
presents administrative challenges. Before the introduction of individual records of financial contributions, the
insured part of the pension was calculated as 1% times the number of years of service multiplied by the monthl
wage, with a cap of 15 times the minimum wage. Such a change represents a shift toward a more individualize
calculation of pensions.

Rural residents of 16 years and above and who are not students and not covered by the basic
pension scheme for urban employees will be eligible. Rural residents of 60 years and above and who
are otherwise qualified may claim pension.

Premium contribution 1s divided into five tiers, ranging from 100 yuan to 500 yuan a year, with
additional tiers possible at the discretion of local governments. Pension scheme participants may
opt for a contribution level that best suits their circumstances. All base pension will be paid by the
government. The minimum amount 1s 55 yuan per month per person, as set by the State Council, and
may be increased by local governments based on their financial capacity. Local governments are also
required to provide a premium subsidy of 30-60 yuan a year for all pension scheme participants, and
to pay all or part of the lowest-tier premium for vulnerable persons such as the severely disabled.

Every pension scheme participant 1s given a permanent personal account, into which 1s paid
personal contributions, community allowances, aids from other entities or individuals, and local
government subsidies. Pension benefits comprise a base pension and a personal account pension,
and are payable for life. Rural residents of pilot regions who are 60 or above and whose children are

eligible for and contribute to the scheme will immediately qualify for the minimum base pension.

To further improve the level of medical insurance' for rural
residents and their wellbeing, the CPC Central Committee and
State Council have decided? to raise the financing capacity of the
government® and to increase subsidy for the NRCMS.*

In 2010, the contribution level® per year per head of the
NRCMS was raised from 100 in 2009 to 150 yuan®. Out of the 150
yuan, 60 was subsidized by the central government for enrolled
rural residents in central and western areas’ (in eastern regions the
subsidy was granted based on a certain percentage); another® 60
came from the local government; and the rest 30 (up from the past
20) was contributed by residents themselves. By the end of 2010,
836 million rural residents have been enrolled. The government
subsidy in 2012° reached 118.784 billion yuan, benefiting 1.087
billion people™, up by'' 43 percent from the 2009 level.

In 2011, the government subsidy per year per head'® will
increase from 120 to 200 yuan, and 70% of medical expenses
under covered items will be reimbursed®"’, with the cap being
50,000 yuan. This policy will further raise the level and expand
the coverage' of medical insurance for rural residents, and make it

easier and less expensive for them to get medical services.

27. Improving the New Rural Cooperative Medical Scheme (RCMS)

To improve rural medical services and farmers’ wellbeing, the CPC Central Committee and the

State Council decided to progressively increase the scheme’s funding level, government subsidies,

and the protection level. In 2010, the funding was increased from 100 yuan to 150 yuan per person.

This amount comprises 60 yuan of central government subsidy (for western and central regions; less

for eastern region), 60 yuan of local government subsidy and 30 yuan (originally 20) of individual

contribution. By the end of December 2010, the total population covered under the scheme was 836

million, and compensation reached 118.784 billion yuan. The number of claims for the year was 1087

million, 43% higher than the previous year. In 2011, government subsidy will increase from 120 to

200 yuan: reimbursement for qualified expenses will reach 70% and the maximum claim will be

50,000 yuan. These measures offer a higher level of protection and benefit a larger population. Rural

people will enjoy more accessible and affordable services.
